On November the 2nd, a dentist called Anne Jackson visited our school and taught us about how we should take care of our teeth. She told us about how plaque grows on our teeth. Every day if we eat sugar or any other unhealthy items, it grows acid on our enamel. If you don’t know what plaque is, it is this creamy white substance that grows on our teeth, which is why we brush our teeth every day. 

She told us about these food colouring tablets that will stick to the plaque on your teeth.  If there is no plaque, it will wash away but will stick on to your teeth if there is.  You will see spots that haven’t been brushed properly. 

She informed us about the different names of teeth and what each one does. The front teeth help us eat our food. They are called incisors. The back teeth help us break the food apart. They are called Molars. Wisdom teeth grow when you are a teenager. You usually have four (one in each corner). Wisdom teeth are the last adult teeth to come into the mouth. 

You know how I talked about plaque earlier? Here is some more information!

Plaque is a sticky film of bacteria that keeps growing on your own teeth. Bacteria in plaque produce acids after you consume your daily food. These acids can destroy tooth enamel and cause cavities and gingivitis (gum disease). Plaque can also develop under the gums on tooth roots and break down the bones that support teeth.

How to make a mince pie:)            

Ingredients                                 

225g cold butter, diced               

330g plain flour                                   

100g golden caster sugar                   

280g mincemeat                            

1 small egg, beaten                             

Icing sugar, to dust 

Method                                      
Step 1
To make the pastry, rub the butter

into the flour, then mix in the golden

caster sugar and a pinch of salt.

Step 2
Combine the pastry into a ball

-don't add any liquid-and knead 

briefly- the dough will fairly firm, 

 Like shortbread dough immediately,

Or chill for later 

Step 3

Heat the oven to 200c/180c fan gas 6.

Line 18 holes of two 12- hole patty 

tins, by pressing small walnut -

sized balls of pastry into each 

hole.

Step 4 

Spoon the mince meat into the pies.

Take slightly smaller balls of pastry than

Before and pat them out between your hands

To make round lids, big enough to cover the pies.

Step 5 
Top the pies with their lids, pressing

the edges gently together to seal

- you don’t need to seal them with milk 

Or egg as they will stick on their own.

Will keep frozen for up to one month. 

Step 6 

Brush the top of the pies with the beaten egg.

Bake for 20 mins until golden. Leave to cool

In the tin for 5 mins then remove to a wire rack.

To serve, lightly dust with the icing sugar. 

Will keep for three to four days in a 

Airtight container.
